4.  Election of Officers

Don R made a motion to keep the current officers; Jason R second: all voted: Motion passed unanimously.
5.  Review of RWMG Coordinator Job Description

Stephanie A distributed the Job Description and asked members to read it at their leisure and email concerns or questions to Tom W or Bobby K ASAP.  The Job Description will be sent to a pre-established interested parties list at the end of the week. Jason R inquired about the salary range.  Carl J said there would be $1,830/month in the budget.  Tom W added that it could be a lot more depending on grants that may be brought in, as each grant includes money for administration. Carl J said to make certain applicants understand they are working for the group and that there are no benefits.  Tom W instructed Stephanie A to write a cover letter and to submit it to him for approval.  The application deadline will be the next RWMG meeting date.  Applicants will be discussed in closed session on February 24.  Carl J asked those present to encourage people they know to apply, stressing that not meeting all the qualifications or requirements should not prevent interested parties from applying.
6.  Discussion and Action - Financial Report/Warrant Approvals
· Carl J announced that MID has sent out the 2020 dues statements.

· After distribution and discussion of the cash activity report, with all debits and credits explained, Carl J made a motion to approve the Report with no changes; Jason R second the motion; all voted; motion is passed unanimously. 
· Carl J will revise his proposed Draft 2020 Budget to include the change in annual dues approved in November.  
7.   Discussion – Proposition 1 Disadvantaged Community Involvement Funding
· Mountain Counties
There is $40,000 still available.  CRCD is working on the application to fund a water tank for extra water storage at the North Fork Recreation Center.
· San Joaquin Valley Counties
Carl J reported that all requests are in to DWR.  There are remaining funds.  If divided equally, each group will receive about $200,000.  There is discussion around giving each group $100,000, and distributing the remaining funds according to need. Discussion is ongoing.
Angela I distributed printed copies of Self Help Enterprises’ Madera Project 9 power point slides, and presented the materials verbally to the group.  The next step will be to establish a coordinating committee.  Guidelines will be presented at the February meeting.  A Draft Summary Report for the water sampling program was also distributed.  The next step will be to identify funding opportunities.  Carl J said he believes there is an abundance of data out there that can be complied and added into the report.  Eddie O said there is a need to revise the agreements, as there is a lot of mistrust among landowners as to how the data will be used.  Stephanie A was asked to add to the proposal, with revisions to be presented at the February meeting.  The handout lists funding sources.Carl J said the total for Phase II will be $1.6million.  Angela I identified tasks 12 and 13 as those that will be funded.  She asked the group for their consensus as to whether funds should go towards technical assistance or capacity building.  Technical Assistance was agreed upon.
8.    Proposition 1 IRWM Implementation Funding
· Mountain Counties
Indian Lakes Smart Meter Project for $551,000 was selected. Coarsegold RCD will be the grant administrator.  The project will provide 500 smart meters to residents of Indian Lakes.
