2.  Review & Approval - Agenda & Minutes
· A motion to approve the February agenda was made by Carl J; Jason R second; all voted; Motion passed unanimously.

· Jeannie H shared a flyer promoting Stewarding the Sierra Nevada Amidst Climate Change, a meeting scheduled for March 4th in Sacramento.
· Clyde Wheeler stated that the Indian Lakes community is awaiting word on grant funding for their project.
NEW BUSINESS
4.  Discussion and Action - Financial Report/Warrant Approvals
· Carl J announced that MID has sent out the 2020 dues statements and that most members have made payment
· After distribution and discussion of the cash activity report, with all debits and credits explained, Carl J made a motion to approve the Report with no changes; Don R second the motion; all voted; motion is passed unanimously. 
· Carl J presented his revised 2020 Budget to include the change in annual dues approved in November.  After agreeing that the final entry regarding expanded note taker funding should be identified as “informational only”, Carl J made a motion to accept the budget; Don R second; all voted; Motion passed unanimously. 
7.   Discussion – Proposition 1 Disadvantaged Community Involvement Funding
· Mountain Counties
An amendment to the grant has been submitted, asking to use the left over funds for implementation, that is to fund a water tank for extra water storage at the North Fork Recreation Center.  We are waiting for DWR to ok the change.
· San Joaquin Valley Counties
Carl J reported that he and Angela attended a meeting in Modesto regarding the use of the estimated $200,000 per area.  After negotiations with the 8 areas, we ended up with $152,400.  Carl J will meet with Eddie and Angela, with SHE, next week to write the proposal.  Jeannie H stated that P&P are finished with their part and have funds left that may be used by SHE.  She also said not to expect to see the 10% that is being held until February 2022. 
6.    Proposition 1 IRWM Implementation Funding

Jeannie H reported that DWR is reviewing packets by funding area.  Two of the twelve 
have been completed.  Ours has not yet been reviewed.
· Mountain Counties
Indian Lakes Smart Meter Project for $551,000 was selected. Coarsegold RCD will be the grant administrator.  The project will provide 500 smart meters to residents of Indian Lakes.
· San Joaquin Valley Counties
There are four projects:

Funding decisions have not been announced.
