Emergency Proclamation Authorizing Remote Teleconference

Triangle T Water District Groundwater Sustainability Agency Board of Directors Reconsidered the Circumstances of the State of Emergency and Determine that The State of Emergency continues to directly impact the ability of the members to meet safely in person and/or State or Local Officials continue to impose or recommend measures to promote social distancing. Minutes

Minutes from the Board Meetings of September 9, 2021 were reviewed.  Director Dirk Vlot made a motion to approve the minutes and Director Molly Thurman seconded.  Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.
Budget

The accounts payable and financial report was reviewed by Chase Hurley. Director Dirk Vlot made a motion to approve the accounts payable and budget report and seconded by Director Jose Ochoa.  Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.
Final Assessment of 2021 – 4th Quarter Installment – Currently in good financial place, no need to collect the 4th Quarter Installment of current landowners.  Review at December Board Meeting.  
First Draft of budget will be presented in November and approved in December.  

Water Operations

Chase Hurley informed the board that there was nothing to report on the water operations at this time due to no water coming into the district. There is no water available for purchase at this time. 85% of water pumped is from the upper aquifer and 15% of water was pumped from the lower aquifer, approximately 35,000AF.  A new agreement was reached in July with new thresholds.  

2021 Mitigation Agreement 
Chase Hurley is working with staff to finalize the Mitigation Agreement Renewal.  A draft will be presented to the board in November.  TTWD, Cross Creek Farms, San Luis Canal Company, and Central California Irrigation District will be the signatories of the new Mitigation Agreement.  
Siphon Pipeline Easement Update

Sarah Woolf informed the board that the condemnation is in process, the public has been noticed and no public comment.  We are awaiting a ruling from the court.  Once the court ruling, then move forward with the completion of the easement. 
Annexation Update

MSR will be submitted next week to Madera County LAFCO.  Will meet with from Madera County LAFCO and determine the timeline of the annexation.  
Appropriative Water Right (AWR)

Sarah Woolf sent an update to all landowners last week, stating the public comment period had closed and those comments have been responded to.  Water Availability report is still in discussion with the State Water Resource Control Board staff.  The Water Availability Analysis will be very time consuming and costly.  Working with Aliso Water District to have a unified front and cost savings. In a wet year, growers can still divert the water as done historically, however will not receive credit for recharge.  A fish screen is required for a recharge credit.  
Red Top Landowner Meeting 

Sarah Woolf informed the board that there is a Red Top Landowner meeting on November 4, 2021 at 9:00am at The Wine Group’s office. IrriWatch and Appropriative Water Right will be topics of discussion.
