Water Operations

2021 Mitigation Agreement 
Chase Hurley reported the first draft of the 5-year Mitigation Agreement that will begin in January 2022 completed for the most part. Negotiations will begin after the Thanksgiving Holiday on the deep aquifer protocols.   A draft will be presented to the board in December.  TTWD, Cross Creek Farms, San Luis Canal Company, and Central California Irrigation District will be the signatories of the new Mitigation Agreement.  
Siphon Pipeline Easement Update

Sarah Woolf informed the board that the paper has been completed. We are awaiting a ruling from the court.  Once the court ruling, then move forward with the completion of the easement. 
Annexation Update

Annexation is moving forward with Madera County LAFCO.  It is anticipated the annexation will be final in Spring of 2022.  
Appropriative Water Right (AWR)

Sarah Woolf reported that Wonderful Company in Aliso Water District is installing a fish screen on a diversion point off the By-Pass.  Working with Wonderful and Aliso to get additional information on the fish screen.
