Brad Samuelson reported that the Inter-basin Coordination committee has not met since the Oct 14, 2021 TTWD GSA Board meeting.  He also informed the TTWD GSA Board that the GSAs within the Subsidence Priority Area have been asked for a well inventory with the expectation to differentiate between above and below Corcoran Clay layer pumping.
Madera Subbasin Demand Management Program(s) – Workshops are being held to help growers get used to manage their allocation in IrriWatch.  The allocation officially begins in January of 2022.
