Brad Samuelson reported on Prop 68 Funding. The Subbasin is moving forward with environmental work. There is a 2nd round of funding coming out, TTWD has indicated interest in the pipeline extension being include in the grant application. The Grant application is due in mid-January 2022.
Brad Samuelson reported that the Inter-basin Coordination committee has not met. 
Madera Subbasin – The county has hosted the first public meeting regarding the rate study.  The initial rate, that must be approved by the Madera County Board of Supervisors is $165/acre.
