Roll Call
President Lucas Avila called the meeting to order at 10:16 AM and asked for a reading of the participant lists.

Emergency Proclamation Authorizing Remote Teleconference

Triangle T Water District Board of Directors Reconsidered the Circumstances of the State of Emergency and Determine that The State of Emergency continues to directly impact the ability of the members to meet safely in person and/or State or Local Officials continue to impose or recommend measures to promote social distancing. Minutes from the Board Meetings of December 9, 2021 were reviewed.  Director Molly Thurman made a motion to approve the minutes and Director Jose Ochoa seconded.  Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.  

2022 Meeting Schedule  

2022 Meeting Board Schedule was reviewed.  Director Molly Thurman made a motion to approve the schedule and Director Jose Ochoa seconded.  Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.  

Budget

The accounts payable and financial report was reviewed by Chase Hurley. Director Dirk Vlot made a motion to approve the accounts payable and budget report and seconded by Director Molly Thurman.  Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.  
Water Operations

Chase Hurley informed the board that there was nothing to report on the water operations at this time due to no water coming into the district. 
District has collected well meter readings. Per the Mitigation Agreement the growers in the district could pump 10,130AF within 3 miles of Sack Dam, only 5,262AF was pumped. Credit was given to the growers for buckling down on pumping. 
2022 Mitigation Agreement 
Chase Hurley reported that the Board will discuss in Closed Session.  All new landowners in the district will need adhere to the terms set in the mitigation agreement.  
Siphon Pipeline Easement Update

Sarah Woolf informed the board that the Easement is moving forward. Final documents have been executed and will be submitted to the court.  Once the court ruling is final, then the District can move forward with the completion of the easement. 
Annexation Update

Annexation is continuing to move forward with Madera County LAFCO. 
Appropriative Water Right (AWR)

Sarah Woolf reported that one of the comment letters received was from the Friant Water Authority (FWA) regarding their concern with allowing our application due to the river being fully appropriated. Met with FWA to address their concerns, they willing to work with TTWD as they are less concerned with the TTWD AWR as flows are coming off a flood by-pass. USBR was also commentor and TTWD will adhere to their flow requests. 
Red Top Landowner Meeting 

Sarah Woolf reported the next Meeting is tentatively scheduled for early February of 2022 and will cover the GSP deficiencies, demand management, and IrriWatch compliance. 
Sarah Woolf reported that an update to the Red Top brochure is in the final stages. The update will highlight the Redtop area recharge efforts, Triangle T WD and Clayton WD efforts. 
Other Business
Chase Hurley reported that the State Water Board is getting more aggressive keeping water (40-60%) in the tributaries for the benefit of the fish. Growers need to be aware of this and become more vocal. 
Sarah Woolf reminded the board that Form 700’s are due. Also the board members will be receiving a link for Ethics Training, if a Board Member is getting training from another entity please pass the completion certificate along to staff.
