Emergency Proclamation Authorizing Remote Teleconference

Triangle T Water District Groundwater Sustainability Agency Board of Directors Reconsidered the Circumstances of the State of Emergency and Determine that The State of Emergency continues to directly impact the ability of the members to meet safely in person and/or State or Local Officials continue to impose or recommend measures to promote social distancing.  Director Molly Thurman made a motion to approve the emergency proclamation and Director Michael York seconded.  The motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote, with Director Dirk Vlot not present.   
Minutes

The minutes from the February 10, 2022, meeting were reviewed.  Director Molly Thurman made a motion to approve the meeting minutes and Director Jose Ochoa seconded.  The motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote, with Director Dirk Vlot not present.   
Sub-basin Report
Sarah Woolf presented Resolution 2022-02, Application and Management of Grant Funds for the Chowchilla Subbasin for Prop 68 funding. The Subbasin has categorized projects with partners. There are four projects listed in the application.  TTWD submitted the pipeline project that would cross Road 4 and connect to the TTWD main pipeline and then up to Clay Haynes area, providing water to Clay Haynes and the Wine Group property.  Madera County is submitting an Appropriated Water Right (AWR) application which is included in the grant application.  Also included in the grant application is the cost to remedy the GSP deficiencies, as notice in writing by the Department of Water Resources.  Madera County has managed the grants in the past but has asked that TTWD take on the grant management for this grant.  TTWD has gone out to Engineering firms for bids to manage the grant on TTWD’s behalf. The administrative costs will ultimately be covered by the grant. The board discussed the bids from the Engineering firms with no action.  Chase Hurley reported that DWR will meet on April 4th, 2022, to review the Madera Subbasin application and sent out the draft a grant agreement in early May for TTWD’s review and approval. Director Molly Thurman moved to approve Resolution 2022-02, the Application and Management of Grant Funds for the Chowchilla Subbasin and seconded by Jose Ochoa.  The motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote, with Director Dirk Vlot not present.   

Sarah Woolf reported the Madera Subbasin GSAs continue to meet with DWR on the GSP Deficiency Remedy Activities.  The Subbasin has also began work on the Domestic Well Mitigation Program with Davids Engineering. The program will take a phased approach. Next meeting with DWR is March 16, 2022, and they will be discussing the interconnectivity of the rivers. 
Sarah Woolf reported there have been no Inter-Basin Coordination meetings.  
Sarah Woolf reported that the Madera County Board of Supervisors met on March 9, 2022 to review the Rate Study for the Madera Subbasin Demand Management Program.  The rate study includes extraction rates and fines for over pumping and the cost to replace the over pumped water. The Prop 218 election will likely be this summer.
