Jeanne Zolezzi explained to the board their roll.  Director Molly Thurman made a motion to approve as written with additional language giving staff final approval and Director Jose Ochoa seconded.  The motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote, with Directors Dirk Vlot and Michael York not present.   

Sub-basin Report
Sarah Woolf reported the Madera Subbasin GSAs continue to work hard to meet the GSP Deficiency remedy deadline of the end of July, specifically the domestic well mitigation.  Staff is collaborating with other Madera Subbasin GSAs on the cost of well replacements including retroactive well replacement.  
Brad Samuelson reported there have been no Inter-Basin Coordination meetings in recent months, and that he reached out to DWR asking to have the Inter-Basin Coordination meetings brought back. DWR will work to schedule the next meeting.
